Study questions for Out Stealing Horses
1. Clearly Trond has returned to a rural area in an attempt to capture some element of his childhood.  What is it he is seeking?  Is his quest similar to that of those who seek Christ?

2. How does the German occupation fit into the story?  Is Trond’s life changed by it?  How? How does sin or evil affect all of us?

3. The book eases in and out of the present and past.  Is this essential to the impact of the story?  How?  As Christians is there a present and past we also constantly deal with?

4. The title Out Stealing Horses has dual meanings.  How does each factor into the story?
5. When Lars tells Trond that he knows who he is, is this a positive or negative thing to Trond?  Did he want to be discovered?  Do we want to be discovered as Christians?
6. Trond’s daughter’s appearance allows him to make peace to some extent with his memories of the father who abandoned him.  Do we sometimes feel “abandoned” by God?  What means is there for us to make our peace?
